Cedars Youth Services – Juvenile Diversion Services – Community Activities and Service Projects  10-12-09
Juvenile Diversion Services host at least one activity and/or project per quarter to involve youth in the community and to support other community efforts.  This can involve attendance at community events, volunteerism at events all ready planned in the community, and/or planning community service projects and completing them with the community.  Examples include: transportation to and volunteerism at community events such as the Juneteenth Celebration hosted by the Malone Center and the El Festival de las Americas hosted by El Centro de las Americans; creating valentines and delivering them to senior centers in the community; volunteering as a youth group for the Center for People in Need; and touring the People’s City Mission.

City Impact – Impact Leadership Academy – Black History Celebration  9-17-09
Students participated on a planning committee with adults for a neighborhood outreach Black History Celebration.  This is an annual City Impact event held during Black History month to celebrate African-American history and culture through drama, singing, soul food, skits, displays, writing, dance, and many other activities.  Students were responsible for specific tasks in the preparation for the event – food planning, advertisement, entertainment, emcee, and logistics. On the night of the event, they completely led the event activities from beginning to end. 

City Impact – Impact Leadership Academy – Worship Party  9-17-09
Students participated on a planning committee with adults for a neighborhood outreach teen Worship Party.  This event was designed to introduce City Impact’s programs to community teenagers through faith-based and culturally relevant activities including break dancing, spoken word, drama, singing, food, etc.  The night also included performances by local step teams and a rap artist.  Students were responsible for specific tasks in the preparation for the event – food planning, advertisement, entertainment, emcee, and logistics.
